	"It's also important, the indicators is the same because basically it's in the syllabus as well so it must be present and usually included in 1 competency, you can include one indicator of each that is adjusted to knowledge and social skills, because ...
	Respondents also said that the indicators that the respondent made using operational verb (KKO) words such as explaining, analyzing, knowing, etc., then the respondent formulated indicators from easy to difficult following the quote:
	"Because students have different levels of ability, for that we also have to adjust the indicators to the abilities or character of the students so that we can formulate lesson plans through monitoring or understanding the personality of students or t...
	Respondents also said that to include the indicators, it must contain nouns, knowledge or material, etc., along with the quote:
	"Yes, there must be, because if there is no noun, then what should it go to? For example, here the target is the students, "what should students do? What do you have to master?” so it must be clarified in more detail for the indicators so that the bas...
	3.1.8 Learning Goals
	Furthermore, the lesson plan is the learning objective since the learning outcome is a tool for describing student goals and acts as a student guide for determining what is expected of student learning. It is also used to determine which learning me...
	"Yes, of course it's important because the priority is the lesson plans that are the learning objectives, the important thing is there, our goal is to make lesson plans to make it easier for us to help students achieve these goals, so we need to for...
	Thus, according to the explanation reinforced by the answers of the informants above the lesson plan component, namely the learning objectives is important and must be in the lesson plan.
	3.1.9 Learning Materials
	In the lesson plans there are also learning materials because to prepare materials the teacher may select learning materials that promote students' attainment of basic competencies by taking into account: student potential; relevance to regional featu...
	"Learning materials, yes, in my opinion, complete learning materials do not need to be included in detail, except later when teaching only because the lesson plan is just a learning implementation plan, at most we include the main points which include...
	Then the respondent answered that the learning material must be relevant, the following is the quote:
	"Yes, obviously it must be relevant because we give material to students, it's not just giving material but so that students can apply it or can relate it to their lives and the material being taught, especially in grade 8 beginning with chapter 1 and...
	Respondents also explained that the learning materials could be developed from various sources, not just one source, the following is the explanation:
	"You have to have multiple sources, because if you only come from one source, it's not enough, so what I saw in the textbook, it's really good interactive, but for practice questions, we need to look for other sources like that".
	Thus, it is possible to infer that the lesson plan component, namely learning content, is significant and required in the lesson plan.
	3.1.10 Learning Methods/Learning Approach
	The next component is the method/model or approach In the classroom, the lesson plan is as essential as the other components since it provides a precise explanation of how educators implement learning to obtain specified abilities (Cintiya, 2021, p. 3...
	"Yes, it is very important, for the learning approach, it will have something to do with how we teach in class, so it must be stated what and how we plan to teach so it must be included, usually using a scientific model such as observing, asking quest...
	Then the respondent explained that the method could change or affect the learning atmosphere, the following is the explanation:
	"Oh yes, it is clear that if the method we use is the lecture method, at the next meeting we will use a method related to student interaction, the results will be different, between the lecture method and the student interaction method or other method...
	The researcher then asked how the recount text teaching started going, and the respondent replied, the following is the explanation:

	3.1.11.3 Learning Resources
	Learning resources are components in the lesson plan which can take the form of books, print and electronic media, the environment, and other related learning source are all examples of common learning aids that students apply (Ministries of Educatio...
	"Yes, learning resources are important, because how can we teach a material to students if there are no learning resources, learning resources are also useful for students not only teachers, and I use textbooks as well as worksheets that are in accord...
	3.1.12 Learning Activity Steps
	The lesson plan carries out the learning processes through the opening, middle, and closing phases.
	3.1.12.1 Introduction/Initial Activity (...minutes)
	The introduction is the lesson plan stage in learning, in the preliminary activities there are orientation, apperception, motivation and provision of references (Widarto, 2014, p. 6) so it is important for teachers to implement it. As the respondent ...
	"It's important because that's what we will give to students, making students excited to learn is in the preliminary activities so everything must be written down starting from the initial, core and closing activities which include apperception, ori...
	3.1.12.2 Core Activities (...minutes)
	The main activity is a goal-oriented learning process that is interactive, motivating, enjoyable, and difficult. In the core activities, methods including as observing, asking information, making associations, acquiring data, and communicating are u...
	"It's also important, especially since the core activities have a lot of details, that will help us later, when in class we forget what the stages are so we can open the lesson plans, then in core activities we usually use models, methods, media, an...
	3.1.12.3 Closing (… minutes)
	.   An evaluation and/or reflection on the tasks that have been completed consistently and according to plan are conducted by the teacher, the students, and/or themselves during the closing activity. Feedback is given on the learning process and outco...
	"It is very important, especially to find out how far we have studied, particularly with regard to the learners, how well they comprehend the information or the degree to which it has been delivered for example by giving feedback, it can be fellow f...
	3.1.13 Assesment
	The last component is an assessment, namely the procedure for gathering and analyzing data to assess whether student learning outcomes have been achieved (Syamsudin, 2013). The assessment is formed using previously developed indicators, there is an ...
	"Yes, assessment instruments are important, because as a result of a teacher teaching in class, for example speaking, the aspects must include fluency, pronunciation, grammar, vocabulary then for example writing usually has accuracy, etc., so the in...
	Following Minister of state of Education and Culture Regulation Numbe 22 of 2016, which was based in part on discussions in Chapter 3, the 13 components of a lesson plan are as follows: educational identity, specific topic identity, class/semester, su...
